The Government published a consultation paper and addendum 
outlining proposals for local authorities regarding the investment of 
the £60 million proposed to support locations identified as potential 
eco-towns. (17 August) 
 
 

 

CONSTRUCTION 
The UK Contractors Group (UKCG) and the National Federation of 
Builders (NFL) jointly launched a code of conduct which aims to 
help avoid breaches of competition law by the construction 
industry. The UKCGôs 25 members have agreed to sign and the 
NFL has made the code mandatory a part of its membership 
(Press Release). (20 August)  

 
Eleven construction companies including Kier and ROK Building secured a place on a £3 
billion framework designed to deliver building work across the South West. The Construction 
Framework South West is a four year deal procured by Devon County Council on behalf of 
the South West Regional Improvement Efficiency Partnership Over 20 public bodies, 
comprising of local authorities, emergency services, further education colleges and 
universities have expressed interest in using the framework for future construction 
projects. It will be used for the first time in August for an Exeter Primary School. (Press 
Release).

Wirral Council approved Peel Holdingôs Northbank East plans for the 
first phase of the regeneration of Merseysideôs Northbank East 
Docklands. The proposals include £200 million investment creating 
a potential 1,000 jobs in construction, office and retail in Birkenhead 
and Wallasey docks   (Press Release). (14 August) 

 

HOUSING  
The Royal Institutions of Chartered Surveyors (RICS) released its 
global survey detailing the emergence of distressed properties in 
the commercial property marketplace. The survey revealed that the 
number of ódistressedô properties coming to market has risen in 
every region of the world and the UK in particular has seen a 

growing interest in property sold by owners experiencing problems (Press Release). (17 
August) 
 
Craven District Council named Morgan Sindell as preferred partner for a £35million 
development scheme in Skipton, North Yorkshire. The plans include the construction of 220 
new homes (Press Release). (17 August) 
 
The Land Registry published their Annual Report and Accounts for 2008/09. Chief Land 
Registrar and Chief Executive of the Land Registry, Peter Collis, announced that the property 
slump had resulted in a decrease of 75% of the Registries core business (Press Release). (18

The Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors (RICS) released its construction market survey. 
The results show construction workloads continue to fall in all parts of the construction 
industry apart from public sector non-housing works (Press Release).
